The special meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by President Angela Craig and upon the roll being called, Angela Craig and the following members of the Board of Education answered present:  Jennifer Allard, Mekalia Cooper, Christine Ledendecker, Heather Price and Rob Soderlund.  Absent:  Ryan Pillers.  Others present were:  Superintendent Chris Miesner, Recording Secretary Tina Witherby; Principal Jackie Smith; Assistant Principal Becki Niemietz; and members of the community.

Board President Angela Craig led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Jennifer Allard moved, Heather Price seconded to enter into closed session at 5:00 p.m. to discuss items related to student discipline matters.  Roll call vote.  Yeas:  Allard, Price, Cooper, Ledendecker, Soderlund and Craig.  Nays:  none.  Motion carried. 

Jennifer Allard moved, Heather Price seconded to come out of executive session at 6:01 p.m.  Roll call vote.  Yeas:  Allard, Price, Cooper, Ledendecker, Soderlund and Craig.  Nays:  none.  Motion carried.

Jennifer Allard moved, Heather Price seconded to expel Student #2526-01 from Sparta Community Unit School District No. 140 for the remainder of the 2025-2026 school year and the 2026-2027 school year, based on the evidence presented at the expulsion hearing and the Board's determination that the student engaged in egregious conduct and that the student’s continued presence at school poses a threat to the safety of other students and staff and substantially disrupts the operation of the school. The Board further finds that given the severity of the student's misconduct, there are no other appropriate disciplinary interventions available and that the presence of the student at school will foster a culture that the student’s behavior at school is acceptable or tolerated. The Board further finds that the student's expulsion shall be held in abeyance, and he shall be permitted to enroll in CCSI Op Ed Program. If the student fails to enroll or is denied enrollment in and/or removed from the ROE Alternative School, for any reason, the student shall not be eligible to enroll in the Sparta Community Unit School District No. 140 or any other public school district until they have served the full period of expulsion.  The student, during the period of his expulsion, is prohibited from attending or being present at any Sparta Community Unit School District No. 140 events, whether the event is on or off school property and shall not enter upon any Sparta Community Unit School District No. 140 property at any time, except with the prior written permission of the Superintendent.
